Appreciative Inquiry Approach 



Examples of questions you can ask:
Tell me a story about how you have used the information 
received through the program.
• Is there anything you are proud to share?
• Were there cost savings?
• New ways to work?
• Did you tell others about what you learned?
• List an achievement or a success you had based on your 

learning from the program – what made it possible?
