New Efforts and Challenges



• Water and cost savings goal:
 20 year conservation potential to 

offset $21 million in new 
infrastructure ( 3 wells and a 
reservoir) 

• Measures to meet goals
 Rebate program on water 

efficient devices
 Building code for indoors and 

outdoor new development
 Enforce water waste code

• Cost of new measures 
 $11 million invested over 20 

years

New Goals for Water Conservation 

Current Peak:  26 MGD
2040 Forecast Peak:  45 MGD
2040 w/Conservation:  38 MGD

CITY OF REDMOND REQUIRED 
WATERING SCHEDULE APRIL 1 TO OCTOBER 31

CUSTOMERS w/ ODD-
NUMBERED ADDRESSES Schedule Watering on odd Days

CUSTOMERS w/ EVEN-
NUMBERED ADDRESSES Schedule Watering on Even Days

WATERING WINDOW Must be done before 11:00 a.m. 
and/or after 4:00 p.m.

NO WATERING PERMITTED No irrigation is allowed on the 31st of 
any month

EXEMPTIONS

There are a few exemptions to the 
City's watering schedule:
• Watering with a hose and spray 

nozzle
• New landscaping, up to 30 days 

after installation, with an approved 
variance from the City.
